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What is a Behavioral Health Home?

A Behavioral Health Home (BHH) is not a house or housing program, but is a multi-disciplinary team providing CT

Medicaid eligible, children and adults, with services that will help improve physical and behavioral health.
The no cost, care coordination team provides assistance with:

Health information and screenings
Transportation Assistance for appointments
Quitting smoking (if and when you are ready)

Referrals to other important community services
